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Acidanthera & Anemone

Acidanthera (Peacock Orchid)

Beautiful 2-3” white fragrant flowers with a mahogany throat on a 30” stem make a wonderful border when planted in groups of 10-12.

Location: sunny spot and well drained soil (improve soil with peat moss and compost prior to planting)

How-to plant: 4” deep and 5” apart   
Flowering time: July – October

After care: dig-up and store corms in vermiculite in a cool place (40-50 degrees F) indoors over winter after flowers fade

Anemone Coronaria

Bright and cheery, these colorful 2” wide flowers on 18” stems make wonderful mass planting, accent clumps and container plantings
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Location: well drained soil in sunny or partly shaded area (amend soil with Canadian peat moss and compost)

How-to plant:
- 1-1 ½” deep and 4-6” apart after soaking the tuber overnight

- the rounded or scared side should be facing up

- stagger planting for longer bloom time

Flowering time: summer

After care: dig-up bulbs, dry and store in cool (40-45 degrees F) place indoors over winter
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
