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Live Blue Princess Holly Care


Blue Princess Holly is a broadleaf evergreen that will keep its leaves all year round and provide berries 
for birds and Christmas decorations every winter.  To produce these abundant berries, make sure to plant 
a male 
holly like Blue Prince or Berri Magic Kids nearby.  Can be sheared for cut holly in winter 
months but make sure not to remove more than 1/3rd of the shrub at a time.

Plant in a protected north or east location in part shade that will receive only 4 hrs of sun year round.  

Amend the soil with compost and sphagnum peat most to improve drainage and moisture retention.


Moderate watering is required year round especially in dry warm winter months.

An acidic fertilizer should be applied in Spring before new growth appears.

Live evergreens including Holly can only be kept indoors for a period of up to 2 weeks.


Survival chances are reduced the longer it is kept inside.  

1. Dig a hole that is the same depth as the root ball and twice as wide now while the soil is still soft enough to dig.  
2. Cover the hole, for safety, with planks or plywood.

3. Cover the soil from the hole with a loose mulch such as wood chips, leaf mold or compost and polyethylene plastic.  This will help prevent the soil from freezing and also from getting too wet.  You may also wish to take the soil to be used for backfill and place it in containers and store it in an area where it will not freeze.

4. Before the plant is taken indoors, keep it in a cool, shaded location.  Water at least once each week but not the day it is to be taken indoors.
5. Make sure to keep the holly away from heaters or return air draft vents.  It should also be far enough away from a window to avoid direct sun exposure.

6. When ready to be moved out return it to a cool (40-60 degrees F) shaded location such as an attached unheated garage.  Water weekly and allow it to remain for at least two weeks.

7. After the two-week period, you may plant if outdoor temperatures are not below 25 degrees F.  Otherwise leave it in the protected location and water weekly.

8. When planting, remove any container and add compost and peat moss to the soil and water in thoroughly.  

9. Apply a mulch four inches deep on top of the soil in the vicinity of the planted area.  
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
