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‘CHRISTMAS CACTUS’

Zygocactus truncatus

These plants are tropical forest cacti, attached to the branches of trees in their native environment, making it no surprise that their care is so different than desert cacti.

SECRETS FOR SUCCESS
Light:  
· Bright, indirect light

· Avoid moving the plant once buds appear.

· Jan – flowering period, water normally

· Feb. – rest period

· Mar. – keep cool 50-55 degrees

· April/May – water as soil dries out

· June-Aug – best grown outside, shady area

· Sept/Oct – pre-flowering period, keep dryish & cool until buds form.  Then increase water & temp.

· Nov/Dec. – flowering period, water normally, min. temperature 55 degrees

Watering: 
· Increase watering after resting period and as buds begin to form.  
· Great as most house plants during flowering, watering as soil dries.
Repotting:  
· Repot annually, after flowering or as plant is approaching pot bound.
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
