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Many pest management products sold in small quantities (e.g., insecticidal soaps, horticultural
oils, neem) often state use rates as a percentage dilution or dilution ratio with water. This is not
often clezr to many users. For the non-maetric world, the following table is prepared to assist in
computing the approximate amount to add for gallon, quart or pint quantities of spray.
