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GLORIOSA LILY
Glory Lily, Climbing Lily, Fire Lily- a relative of true lilies, this flashy red & yellow flower has petals that curve backward. Vines can reach 6 feet long and each leaf has a tendril that will wrap around anything nearby. Best grown in containers.
Location:


Filtered sun to light shade
Plant:

Tubers should be planted in a horizontal position. Minimum pot size per tuber is 4 inches and only one tuber per pot. Soil should drain well, and plants should stay inside until the danger of frost has passed.
Flowering Time:

Summer
After Care:

Withhold water and fertilizer in late September when foliage yellows. After the leaves dry, cut stems back and store indoors in the planted container in a cool place (55-60 degrees). Alternatively, dig tubers and store in a paper bag filled with vermiculite. 
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
