A beautiful blend of dwarf-type, fine leaved, genetically dark green perennial ryegrasses.  Gold Star will grow in sun or up to 60% shade.  It is heat and cold tolerant.  Extremely fast germinating, with such aggressive growth that it will restrict weeds.  These improved varieties of perennial ryegrasses show very dense tillering, and this creates a springy, carpet-like sod characteristic.
Gold Star is known on many professional playing fields and golf courses.  Groundskeepers find that Gold Star will resist scuffing.  It has excellent recuperative potential, resists soil compaction, and holds up well under high traffic situations.
Gold Star contains lolium endophyte fungus to provide insect resistance.  Endophytes are naturally occurring fungi, transferred from plant to plant through seed.  Insects modify their feeding habits to avoid grass plants with endophyte fungi in their leaves.  Do not use grass containing endophyte fungi in areas where horses, cattle, or sheep might graze.  Though endophytes are an added benefit to turf (lawn) mixtures, it is deadly in pasture mixtures.  Gold Star shows resistance to crown rust, stem rust, leaf spot, and brown patch.
Maintain a mow height between ¾ and 2 inches, not removing more than ¼ of the total plant height each mowing.  A sharp mower blade is required or the leaves will shred.
For best results, prepare the soil prior to planting the seed.  Gold Star is adaptable and will grow in sandy or heavy clay soils.  It will survive in less than perfect conditions.
Prefers a soft loam, well tilled, with additions of peat moss and diammonium superphosphate added at root level.  Smooth the seed bed.  Sow the seed, covering the seed with 1/8” to 1 ¼” of soil.  Lightly tamp the seed bed and keep it moist throughout the germination period and through establishment.  After establishment, this grass will need supplemental watering and regular fertilization.  Fertilize with a balanced fertilizer supplemented with iron four to five times a year.
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
