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MAINTAINING YOUR GOURD BIRDHOUSE
Your birdhouse is very durable and with proper maintenance will last for years. Each spring and fall, apply a coat of polyurethane or shellac to the exterior of your gourd house.  This will keep the weather from deteriorating it. As soon as the young have fledged-clean out the old nesting materials. Some houses will host more than one family a season.

FACTS ABOUT YOUR GOURD BIRDHOUSE
Studies have shown that birds prefer a plain natural home. For this reason, when our gourd houses are crafted, the dried insides are left inside which is similar to natural cavities in trees and old posts.  When selecting a spot for your gourd house, choose a semi-shady spot for the dark colors and a sunny spot for the light colors. Also, it is best to have the opening facing south or southeast. We craft our houses with a perch. If you wish, they may be removed by cutting very close to the gourd. Our houses are also made with a hanger. Some birds do not like their home swaying, so when you hang them try to make as stationary as possible.
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
