Sow Rate:  5 to 8 pounds per 1,000 square feet.  30 pounds per acre

This pasture grass mixture contains the forage grasses, bred to be more palatable with increased nutritional value.  It is more uniform during germination and may be maintained on dryland or under irrigation.  Most importantly, this pasture mixture is totally endophyte free.  Use it for pasture, hay, or forage.

Quick to germinate, creating a lush pasture that your animals or wildlife will relish.  The mix contains both sod-forming and bunch type perennial grasses and Tetragold, annual ryegrass that has rapid leaf growth with very high protein and carbohydrates.  (Tetragold is often used to overseed pastures in the spring because of its excellent tillering capacity that improves the existing pasture without tilling the soil.)

Green Field Pasture Mix is higher in sugar, carbohydrates, and proteins.  It will provide high quality, productive forage areas, and high yielding, nutritious hay.

To prepare ground, first eliminate the weeds with Roundup in the spring or a 2-4D product in the fall.  Plow the pasture, adding high phosphorous and potassium fertilizers.  Grade, sow and cover the seed.  Plant prior to a wet season or begin irrigation.  Seed must be kept moist during germination until the pasture is established.  It is best to keep animals off area for 6 months and then use rotation grazing.
