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I am a Living Christmas Tree

I can be planted outside when Christmas is over BUT only if I can be acclimated to the outdoors slowly.  (You can also keep me inside and plant me in the spring).

To acclimate me: (Since I have been in your nice warm home I am no longer dormant.) Place me in your garage for 2-3 weeks. Water me well before planting. Dig a hole twice the width and the same depth as my root ball. Mix 1 part sphagnum moss with 2 parts soil. Plant me 2”-3” above ground level and mulch me well. Remember, I still need water in our dry, windy winters.

To keep me indoors: I need a bright, sunny, cool (6-65) place to stay, water me when I am moderately dry; keep me out of cold drafts and hot afternoon sun. I’d love your east window.

Dwarf Alberta Spruce-Average growth 2”-4” per year.

Colorado Blue Spruce-Average growth 6”-10” per year.

Bosnian Pine-Average growth 3”-6” per year.

Holly should be kept indoors until spring.
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
