This mixture contains proprietary low-growing and low maintenance grasses.  These grasses are superior to V.N.S. varieties normally found in low maintenance mixtures.  “Variety Not Stated” cultivars are generally contaminated with other grasses, inert matter and weed seeds.  The certified proprietary seed in this mixture eliminates the worry of contaminates.  

This mixture requires less maintenance after establishment.  A naturally low-growing, fine-bladed, dark-green turf.  This mixture may be planted in sun or moving shade.  These grasses are noted for their exceptional drought tolerance.

By using the newest proprietary, drought-tolerant, fine-bladed, dark-green grasses, the mixture is enhanced from our old (Prevail look-alike) to be much more disease resistant and, most importantly, traffic-tolerant lawn mixture.

Low-Grow/Low-Maintenance Mix grows on a wide range of soil types and fertility levels.  The best results will come from preparing the soil approximately 4 inches prior to planting the seed.  At root level, add Canadian sphagnum peat moss or sterilized compost plus triple superphosphate or a good seed starter fertilizer high in phosphorous.  The seed must be covered to germinate and kept moist throughout the germination period until establishment.

After establishment, water less frequently, but for a longer period of time.  This mixture will tell you when it is thirsty by taking on a gray-green appearance and looking wilty.  Fertilize 2 to 4 times a year with a slow-release nitrogen fortified with iron.  For lawns maintain a mow height of 1 ½ to 2 ½ inches using a sharp mower blade.  Dull blades will shred the tops of this exceptional mixture.

Low Maintenance Mix is often used in mountain area for low-growing, unmowed, or infrequently mowed lawns.  The naturally low-growing habit of this mixture lends itself to look like a meadow, and wildflowers may be added to complete this appearance.
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
