Sow Rate:   6 to 7 pounds per 1,000 square feet or 30 pounds per acre  

A mixture of sod-forming and bunch-type, cool season, perennial grasses combined with a legume for a natural source of nitrogen.  Used for high altitude ranges and meadows.  May also be used for soil conservation and stabilization.

Mountain mix contains grasses that are deep-rooted, drought and cold tolerant.  Grass blades vary from medium to wide-bladed with a medium-green color.

Grows in a variety of soil types with or without irrigation.  Non-irrigated stands should have soil preparation prior to planting the seed.  Seed must be covered to germinate.  Needs even and consistent moisture to germinate and establish.

Throwing seed on top of snow is not recommended.

Wildlife will find Mountain mix palatable and nutritious.  If mowed, adjust mower blade height to 4 inches.  May be combined with tall growing wildflowers for a meadow appearance.
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
