Starting a New Lawn From Seed

1. Use RoundUp or Finale to kill all existing vegetation. Wait 7-10 days until plants yellow back.

2. Prepare your soil by rototilling, add  about 30% compost into existing soil. 

3. Fertilize with New Lawn Starter.

4. Choose seed based on amount of sun exposure, traffic and watering needs.

5. Scatter seed by recommended rate as per pounds/square feet.

6. Loosely rake in seed into soil.

7. Cover seed with 1/8” of topsoil, compost or peat.

8. Keep area moist, but not too damp. Do not allow area to dry out. Water 3 times a day, for 21 days.

9. Grass will be ready for regular fertilizer after about four (4) mowings.
