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White Dutch Clover

Sow Rate:   1 pound per 1,000 square feet  

Clover is a legume and a natural soil improver.  Legumes have the ability to fix nitrogen from the atmosphere and transfer it into the soil.  Farmers use legumes as “cover-crops” that are cultivated back into the ground to naturally condition and fertilize their soils.  Legumes are used when chemical fertilization is not feasible or acceptable.  Many pasture and range acreages contain legumes to take advantage of the natural nitrogen that enhances the growth of other vegetation.

White Dutch Clover is a naturally, low growing, perennial legume which spreads through the sward by branching stolons.  Clover is often found in lawn mixtures, providing a natural source of nitrogen.

White Dutch Clover is adaptable to many soil types, even thin, moderately alkali soils.  After establishment, it forms a dense, irregular carpet, growing about 3 inches high.  The stems creep rapidly across the ground, rooting as they go.  It may be mowed or left to grow and amazingly tolerates traffic.  If planted in a dry area, it will occasionally wilt and require supplemental water.

Often used on steep, excavated slopes for erosion control or areas of disturbed topsoil.  The round seed rolls into cracks and crevices and with even, consistent moisture, throughout the germination period will grow and start improving the soil.
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
